Children’s learning and competence in communicating, speaking & listening, being read to and beginning to read and write must be supported and extended. They must be provided with opportunity and encouragement to use their skills in a range of situations and for a range of purposes, and be supported in developing the confidence and disposition to do so.

	Word Reading
· Orally blend sounds into words

· Manipulate sounds in words
· Recognise all initial code sounds

· Recognise upper case letter names

· Read words with double consonants (ll, ss, ff, zz)

· Know that some spellings are written with two different letters (sh, th, ch, ck, wh, ng, qu)

Comprehension
· Enjoy listening to stories and can talk about the characters and events

· Recognise the features of stories or non-fiction texts

Writing

· Form lower case and upper case letters with accuracy

· Segment sounds for writing and spelling the words in each unit of the initial code (as detailed above)
· Spell common exception words at code level
· Say a sentence before writing

· Write from dictation with increasing accuracy and speed as the year progresses

· Write a short sentence, remembering each word in their sentence

· Use a capital letter and full stop with support

· Read their writing to an adult

	Word Reading
· Children practice orally blending and manipulating sounds words during daily phonics lessons

· Children access a daily phonics lesson following the Sounds-Write programme
· Children read words with taught sounds during phonics sessions and in their reading books
· Children practice reading common exception words and high frequency words during phonics lessons and in their reading books
· Children read phonically de-codable texts during class/group/individual reading sessions and at home
· Children re-read these books to help develop fluency at an early stage
· Children access individual reading sessions based on need
· Children access timely phonics

intervention based on the Sounds-Write programme to enable them to keep up with their peers
· Children access phonically decodable books at home to practice what they have read in school
· Children are supported through error correction, including if reading / writing in the wider environment
Comprehension
· Children will listen to a range of stories, poems and non-fiction texts and have questioning which enables them to explain and scaffold their ideas and thoughts
· Children will meet a range of vocabulary through texts and discussion across the different areas of the curriculum

· Children are encouraged to use the vocabulary that they meet across the different areas of the indoors and outdoors

· Children engage in songs and rhymes to help them to develop skills in rhyming, rhythm and alliteration

· Children have access to books in different vehicles for learning
Writing

· Children segment sounds for writing in daily phonics lessons
· Children practice writing common exception words and high frequency words through dictation during phonics lessons

· Children practice holding and writing a short sentence through dictation during phonics lessons and focused activities

· Children are asked to read their writing to adults to check they have what they need. All writing attempts are celebrated

· Children are exposed to simple sentence punctuation through dictation activities and this is reinforced in focused writing sessions 

· Children access activities to develop their fine motor skills such as dough disco, threading, cutting, Lego play
· Children have specific handwriting sessions with regular opportunities to practice their letter and number formation 

· Children are taught to hold their tools for writing / drawing correctly and any errors will be corrected including in the wider provision

· Children develop their core muscle strength through PE and outdoor activities to enable them to assume a good posture for writing

	By the end of f2 children should:

· Children will say a sound for each letter of the alphabet and at least 10 digraphs

· They read words consistent with phonic knowledge by sound-blending

· They read aloud simple sentences and books that are consistent with their phonic knowledge, including common exception words
· They demonstrate an understanding of what has been read to them by retelling stories and narratives using their own words and recently introduced vocabulary

· They anticipate – where appropriate – key events in stories

· They use and understand recently introduced vocabulary during discussions about stories, non-fiction, rhyme and poems and during role-play
· Children write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed

· They spell words by identifying sounds in them and representing the sounds with a letter or letters

· They write simple phrases and sentences which can be read by others
