	Creating with Materials

· Children know how to mix a range of colours

· Children choose colours appropriately for their pictures

· Children draw and paint what they see by observing carefully

· Children recreate experiences and stories they have heard in their drawing, painting and creating

· Children begin to include more detail in their drawing, they talk about what they have drawn

· Children may choose to work together on collaborative pieces of work

· Children construct using a range of resources

· They construct with a purpose in mind

· Children persevere on a painting, drawing or model

      and may wish to return to a piece of work

· Children explore different ways to join materials

· Children describe or explain their work showing pride

Being Imaginative and Expressive

· Children listen to music and can say how it makes them feel

· Children copy and create rhythmic patterns, such as when engaging in body percussion or listening to syllables

· Children respond to music, replicating dances or making up their own

	Creating with Materials

· Provide regular opportunities to build on colour mixing from F1 – extend to brown, purple, orange

· Provide opportunities within the indoor and outdoor provision to practice their colour mixing

· Provide opportunities to observe and draw from first hand experience such as observing fruits, fossils or seashells and drawing what is seen

· Model creating shapes and colours in guided activities

· Provide activities linked to interests and themes such as creating winter scenes, dinosaurs, rockets

· Provide a range of materials such as paints, pastels, chalks, collage, clay and recycled materials

· Provide opportunities to create on both small and large scale

· Provide opportunities to work as part of a group, negotiating and sharing ideas and plans – adults to model and facilitate when appropriate
· Encourage children to evaluate their own work by saying what they like and what they would change

· Encourage children to make constructive comments about the work of their peers and other artists

· Look at work from different artists including Van Gogh, Andy Goldsworthy, Piet Mondrian

Being Imaginative and Expressive

· Listen and respond to different types of music – weekly charanga sessions

· Encourage children to say how the music makes them feel, giving support to name emotions they may feel

· Introduce children to terms tune, pitch, tempo, beat, rhythm

· Provide activities to follow, copy and create rhythmic patterns

· Provide opportunities to listen and respond to music in the indoor and outdoor areas

· Provide a range of instruments, stories, ribbons, masks etc to enable children to work creatively in their independent time

· Children will access role play and small world opportunities in the indoor and outdoor areas

· Children will access a range of stories and have access to props to recreate these stories and to create their own

· Work towards a class production – 2 per year
