	 Communication and Language
The development of children’s spoken language underpins all areas of learning and development. The number and quality of the conversations they have with peers throughout the day in language rich environments is crucial. Reading frequently to children, and engaging them actively in stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems, and then providing them with extensive opportunities to use and embed new words in a range of contexts, will give children the opportunity to thrive. Through conversation, storytelling and role-play, where children share their ideas with support and modelling from the teacher, and sensitive questioning that invites them to elaborate, children become comfortable using a rich range of vocabulary and language structures.

	Listening and understanding
· Know how to listen and show active listening in different situations such as: story, small group work, assembly, teaching sessions

· Demonstrate their understanding in teaching sessions / story time / group work through relevant answers or comments

· Listen carefully to stories, showing enjoyment and making choices of books

· Talk about characters and events, making links and comparisons to own life experiences

· Identify and suggest rhyming words, both from rhymes and within games

· Know a range of rhymes, poems and songs, remembering them in free choice play

· Know the key features of non-fiction texts and talk about what they have found out
Speaking

· Enjoy the sound of new words

· Use words taught in their own play and in conversations with adults / peers
· Use full sentences

· Begin to extend their sentences and ideas by using connectives such as ‘and’ and ‘but’ and ‘because’

· Give appropriate detail when describing events and experiences

· Give explanations about what they are doing, have done, will do, or what they are thinking

· Talk about characters, feelings and events within a story

· Show preferences for texts and say what they enjoy about them

· Re-enact stories in imaginative play, taking on different roles

· Negotiate roles and storylines with peers during play
	· Provide a rich and stimulating learning environment where children are given opportunities to talk and activities that promote communication and language
· Share stories on a daily basis, talking about ideas and feelings and linking to own experiences

· Talk about the characters that we meet in stories and consider their actions and feelings

· Talk about book choices and why we like particular texts e.g. when choosing library books

· Share a range of information texts based on the themes or in response to children’s own interests. Discuss the information found and the key features of the text
· Sing songs and rhymes regularly, providing props and instruments to encourage children to recreate these independently

· Introduce a wide range of vocabulary and encourage it to be used in a range of situations

· Model and expect the use of full sentences. 

· Use the ‘My turn…Your turn’ technique such as in maths meetings and when introducing new vocabulary

· Use open ended questions that encourage children to explain their thinking and processes

· Support and scaffold children’s use of language through sensitive repetition and modelling 

· Provide role play and small world activities based on the themes, texts or linked to children’s interests and experiences

· Provide story props and puppets to encourage the retelling of familiar stories and the creating of new stories

· Create opportunities to talk, describe and explain, focusing on our developing understanding of the world around us

By the end of the EYFS, children should,
