	Reading
· Children access books independently, holding it correctly and turning pages in order. 

· They use their finger to ‘read’ the story moving across the page from left to right. 

· Children use the terms front cover, back cover, page, illustration and text.

· Children can hear rhyming words when reading stories or singing songs. 

· Children can suggest their own rhyming words.

· Children know the initial sounds of words and can suggest another word that begins with the same sound. 
Writing

· In provision, children begin to ‘write’ for a purpose e.g. making a shopping list, making a card.

· Children understand that lists start at the top of the page. They begin ‘writing’ from the left to the right. 

· Children begin to write their names correctly, including on work and pictures they produce. 

· Children begin to write other letters during their play and in more focused activities.
· Children are taught to hold mark making tools correctly and develop a comfortable and effective grip
	Teach daily Phase 1 phonics sessions

Stimulating and accessible books in reading areas and other areas of provision.

Taking home library books weekly.

Weekly phonics/ talk homework

Time to talk activities/ interventions.

Funky fingers area for developing fine motor skills.
