	Expressive Arts and Design

Children’s creativity must be extended by the provision of support for their curiosity, exploration and play. They must be provided with opportunities to explore and share their thoughts, ideas and feelings, for example, through a variety of art, music, movement, dance, imaginative and role-play activities, mathematics and design and technology.

	Creating with Materials

· Children explore a range of materials independently and experiments with how to use them.

· They can decide what to create and choose materials to make them with.

· They begin to explore how to join different materials together. 

· They experiment using different textured materials.

· Children give meaning to the marks that they make.

· They begin to add detail to their drawings.

· Children show or talk about different emotions shown in their painting or drawings e.g. drawing a smile, it’s mummy she is happy. 

· Children explore what happens when they mix colours.
Being Imaginative and Expressive

· Children use found resources in their play, pretending they are something else e.g. using buttons to pour into pans and stir like pasta.

· Children use open ended resources imaginatively, making complex ‘small worlds’.

· They use these to make up their own stories during play 

· Children respond to a variety of music and can say what it made them think off or feel like.

· They can remember songs and sing them independently.

· Children can copy the pitch of a song.

· Children can copy the melody of a song

· They can create their own song to the tune of a familiar song. 

· Children explore sounds that can be made with a range of instruments.

· Children use the instruments to express ideas or feelings. Eg a loud sound for anger.
	Creating with Materials

· Provide regular opportunities to explore what happens when colours are combined, e.g. paints, play dough, ice and food colouring.
· Provide a wide range of materials in the workshop for them to explore and experiment with.
· Provide various resources for joining materials together.
· Model creating your own images and talking about them.

· Model depicting a range of emotions in your images and talking about them e.g. I’ve drawn my little boy, he is sad.
· Look at famous artists such as Acrimoldo Kandinsky and Van Gogh as inspiration for their own work. 
· Being Imaginative and Expressive

· Provide a range of items to create their own small worlds with eg, wooden blocks, log slices, tubes, etc.
· Model using objects and pretending they are something else.

· Model adding a narrative to play. Ask questions and encourage children to add to this. 

· Sing a range of songs.

· Provide a range of instruments and allow them to explore the sounds that can be made.

· Talk about the instruments and the types of sounds that they make. Model making simple rhythms for the children to copy. 

· Talk about emotions and how these might be represented by the sounds the instruments make.


	By the end of the Foundation 1, children should,

Take part in pretend play. Using an object to represent something else even though they are not similar. 

Begin to develop complex stories using small world equipment like animal sets, dolls and dolls houses.

Make imaginative and complex ‘small worlds with blocks and construction kits, such as a city with different buildings.

Explore different materials freely, in order to develop their ideas about how to use them abs what to make. 

Develop their own ideas and then decide which materials to use to express them.

Join different materials abs explore different textures. 

Create closed shapes with continuous lines. And begin to use these shapes to represent objects. 

Draw with increasing complexity and details, such as representing a face with a circle and including eyes m, etc.

Use drawing to represent ideas like movement or loud noises.

Show different emotions in their drawings and paintings, like happiness, sadness, etc.

Explore colour and colour mixing.

Listen with increased attention to sounds 

Respond to what they have heard, expressing their thoughts and feelings.

Remember and sing entire songs

Sing the pitch of a tone sing by another person. 

Sing the melodic shape of familiar songs.

Create their own songs or improvise a song around one they know.

Play instruments with increasing control to express their feelings and ideas.
